2. 2009-2010 Code Development Cycle:  Shawn Strausbaugh stated that Group B at the Final Action Hearings had a 76% success rate and Group A at the Final Action Hearings had a 75% success rate with the positions Region VII had taken. 
3. 2012-2013 Code Development Cycle:  Shawn Strausbaugh stated that June 1st is the deadline for receipt of application for all code change committees.  January 3, 2012 is the deadline for Group A code changes and January 3, 2013 is the deadline for Group B code changes.  
4. Proposed changes – IGCC Hearing, Dallas – May 16 through May 22, 2011
5. Proposed Code Change – Chapter 5 – Marshall Klein reported on the interest of an entire rewrite of Chapter 5.  He stated that the height and area requirements language in Chapter 5 needs to be cleaned up.  The rewrite is strictly editorial and that some of the existing exceptions would be in the text.  It was suggested that the proposed change can be forwarded to the email distribution list for review and comments.

6. Code Development Process – CP28 – ICC Bylaws – Cindy Davis presented four reports which was an overview of the meetings held by the Code Development Review Ad-Hoc Committee. She stated that the committee members are as follows:  Cindy Davis, Bill Dupler, Adolf Zubia, Doug Murdock, John LaTorra, John Darnall, Ronald Piester, Ron 
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      Nickson, Ed Sutton, Jessyca Henderson and Mike Gardner. She stated that this committee 
      is to take a  comprehensive look at the ICC Code Development Process and make 
      recommendations to the ICC Board for any improvements.  She also went over a 
      summary of recommendations that the Code Development Review Ad-Hoc Committee 
      made.  She also stated that the Committee will finalize their recommendations which will 
      then be forwarded to the Board of Directors.  
George Haggerty stated that the issue of who can vote is troublesome.  It needs to be identified as to who can vote and how we can get more participation.  
Discussion was given as to using the Code Change Committees to screen proposed code changes so that the length of the hearing could be reduced.  
John Terry stated that there was nothing in the council policies that prohibit what happened in Charlotte regarding energy.  There was energy training that ended at the time that energy code changes were coming up therefore making it easy for those interested funded parties to vote.  He would like to see the rules tightened in that regard.  

Shahriar Amiri stated that he wants more electronic participation and electronic voting.  We should be able to participate and vote on the internet.  

There was discussion on eliminating the assembly action at the committee hearing.  Flooding the room with one vote is a problem.  
Richard Bartell stated that the amount of work that we are trying to do in a 3-year cycle is ridiculous and should be changed to a 5-year cycle.  Minor codes should be taken out of the code process other than trade codes.  
John Terry stated that some latitude is given to the moderator to allow more time in opposition when a situation occurs such as 42 people speaking in support and only one person speaking in opposition.
Bill Bryant suggested that the amount of time could be reduced if 30 seconds would be taken off the top and 15 seconds be taken off the bottom.  Most professionals can testify in 1 to 1 ½ minutes. 

Guy Tomberlin indicated that a lot of the complaints he has been hearing are regarding leadership.  He stated that the leadership has not made that many changes in the code process.  Regarding remote voting, he stated that he has managed over the past 20 years to come to all code change hearings except one
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Richard Bartell stated that Part I and Part II should be eliminated.  

Bill Dupler stated that it should be decided which committee has jurisdiction over a certain matter.  He also indicated that if everyone is wanting increased participation then you have to accept a certain level of security issues.  

John Terry stated that he would like to come up with a list of 15 recommendations and present it at tomorrows meeting to vote on and then draft a letter to the Board Members from Region VII.

   3.   Motion to approve Minutes of September 24, 2010 meeting
One correction is needed under the dues section which needs to be changed from $200 to $400.
Motion was made by Bill Bryant, seconded by John Terry to approve the September 24,                2010 meeting minutes as corrected.  The motion carried unanimously.

4. Treasurer’s Report
Kris Bridges presented copies of the Treasurer’s Report with current balances.  
John Eby asked if the State that has the meetings for their year takes care of the cost of the meeting.  Guy Tomberlin stated that the meetings are approximately $400 to $600 which the budget can cover the cost of the meetings with each state paying $400.00 although the By-Laws may need to be revised.  
Bill Bryant made mention of proposed by-law change to address this issue.  Issue moved to New Business. 
Bob Cannon made a motion and was seconded to accept the Treasurer’s report.  The motion carried unanimously.  

5. Website Report

6. Committee Reports

    Shawn Strausbaugh stated that Group B at the Final Action Hearings had a 76% success 

    rate and Group A at the Final Action Hearings had a 75% success rate with the positions 

    Region VII had taken.  January 3, 2012 is the deadline for Group A code changes.
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7. ICC Board Report 

      Bill Dupler stated that the Code Council has a balanced budget.  They have a realistic    

      budget with todays economy.  There were staff reductions and pay cuts.  We brought back 

      staff pay.  ICC Board will be forming Codes and Standards Council.  They will be forming     

   membership councils for members to have a place for discussions.  The Board will be 
      having a meeting January 28, 2011 to implement these new committees.  There will be a 
      new approach to training and education realigned to how the code is applied.  We have 
      grown in chapter size to 345 total chapters.  A strategic plan was developed in 2005 and 
was to be re-examined.  Building Safety Week was expanded from one week to a month.                       We have more partnerships with national figures emphasizing code compliance. We have a shared foundation known as FLASH. The foundation is actively soliciting code officials that vote in code change hearings.  Leslie Chapman Henderson solicits money from organizations to sponsor code officials to attend ICC conferences.  Scholarships that are given by FLASH are blindly selected. 
Bill Bryant asked if the Board decided to recognize a Regional Chapter of the Year. 

Bill Dupler stated that there has been some discussion although more regions needed to 

become active.  

Kris Bridges asked if any other region submitted an application for Regional Chapter of the      Year.  There are no other active regions.  

John Terry stated that recognition for a region of  the year may spark interest in other regions.
Cindy Davis stated that something needs to be done for recognition of the regions.  There 

is nothing structured at this time. 

Steve Jones will take the concept of recognizing a region for chapter of the year back to the 

Board, as an agenda item. 

Guy Tomberlin gave thanks to Bill Dupler for taking the time to attend the Region VII meeting.  He announced that Bill had been made the Deputy County Administrator which is mostly unheard of for a Building official to be promoted to such a position.
         8.   Staff Report – Roland Hall stated that 2012 codes will be available at the end of April.  He 

also stated that anyone renewing membership should make sure that ICC has correct name 

and address because jurisdiction gets free downloads.  He also stated that the host cities for the ICC Conference will be Phoinix/2011, Portland, OR/2012, and Atlantic City/2013.
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9. Old Business – Roland Hall stated that January 2012 is when testing for certification will be based on the 2012 codes.  

Guy Tomberlin made a motion, seconded by Crystal Feiser to allow the third week of January, Thurday – Friday, to be the standing week for January meetings.  The motion carried unanimously.
